Directions to The National Guard Armory, 711 Hillcrest Avenue, Benicia, CA
From the 680 Freeway

Take the 780 freeway west toward Benicia/Vallejo.

From the 80 Freeway

Take the 780 Freeway east toward Benicia/Martinez.

From the 780 Freeway

Take the East 5th Street exit, turn north onto 5th Street at the end of the off-ramp
and go under the freeway (if exiting from 780 east). 5th Street ends at Hillcrest Ave.
Turn right onto Hillcrest Ave. The Armory is at the end of the road on your left.

From the 780 freeway take the 2nd St. exit.
