authority over issues regarding day parking. Handicapped parking is available and typically provides an 
appropriate surface to the facilities; it is not necessarily closer to the building or the rings.

2.	 BUILDING OCCUPANCY dogs must be removed from ALL BUILDINGS every evening by 9:30 P.M. Setups 
and equipment, not in paid grooming spaces, must be removed from all buildings each evening by 9:30 P.M.

3.	 Crates and setups must be kept at least 10 feet from all rings.
4.	 Exercise Pens are not allowed in any of the buildings where dogs are being exhibited.
5.	 Cleaning Up after your own dogs is your responsibility. These are Self-Cleaning shows. If your dog soils 

the grounds it is your responsibility to clean it up. There will be buckets with bleach and pooper-scoopers on 
the grounds. By signing the entry form for these shows you are agreeing that clean up is your responsibility.

6.	 Dog  washing on the Fairgrounds. The 1996 Clean Water Act is enforced at the Solano County 
Fairgrounds. All gray water (soapy water from washing dogs) must be discharged into sanitary sewer 
systems only and not dumped onto the ground or into storm drains. A hefty fine can be leveled against 
offenders. As a service to our exhibitors, we will offer a dog wash area located at the East end of the main 
concourse, directly behind the Livestock Building.

7.	 Food and Beverage policy. The Solano County Fairgrounds has put some restrictions on the show 
site that we need to honor. Per Solano County Fairgrounds: Open or Visible containers of alcohol are not 
permitted at any time in or around the show rings or buildings, and are subject to being confiscated by 
Fairground Personnel. If your club is holding a luncheon, after show get together, etc. they may do so if it 
is a potluck. Food cannot be catered by an outside source, nor can money be collected for food during the 
luncheon/get together.

The Pee Wee Special Attraction is a pre-Junior Showmanship class. The Pee Wee class is geared toward 
children 5 - 9 years of age.

Each Pee Wee unit consists of the child, his/her parent/guardian/responsible adult, and the dog. Only one 
Pee Wee unit is in the ring at a time. This is not a competitive class, but rather a fun, learning experience 
for the child and the adult.

	Entry Fee has been waived by the club. There is no cost for this event.
	Entries will be accepted on the day of the event.
	A dog must be at least 4 months of age to enter the Pee Wee class.
	Bitches in season will not be allowed to participate.
	All dogs entered must have the proper lead and collar.
	A responsible adult must be present with the child both inside and outside the ring. The adult 

is to maintain control of the dog outside the ring.
	All AKC fully recognized, Miscellaneous Class & FSS breeds are allowed to enter, including 

dogs with a PAL listing and All American Dogs listed in the AKC Canine Partners Program. 
	In addition to the entry form, a release must be signed by the child’s parent or legal guardian. 

Pee Wee Release of Liability forms will be available at the show. A time and ring will be listed 
in the judging program.

	The safety of the dog and child inside and outside the ring is a primary concern. Outside the 
ring, the dog is to be controlled by the adult accompanying the child. At the Judge’s discretion 
based upon the size of the child and the dog, for safety purposes, the adult may be asked to 
attach a second lead to the dog so both the child and adult will walk the dog together.

Although the word “judge” will be used, this is designed to be a learning and mentoring experience - Juniors 
will not be “judged” but rather will be mentored with the age-appropriate amount of information to help 
prepare them for what they will be expected to know about AKC regular Junior Showmanship once they 
reach 9 years of age. The children will be mentored one child, their adult, and dog in the ring at a time.

Each child will receive a Participation Rosette and a Gift Bag offered by The Johnson Family and a 
luncheon for both the Junior and their adult will be provided following the event.

The Judge will explain the process of showing the dog to the Junior and the responsible adult in the 
ring including breed specific presentation. Depending on the size of the dog and the child, the adult 
may be asked to lift a table breed on or off the table, or the Club may mandate that the adult should do 
it regardless. Neither the youngster nor the adult will be asked to show the bite.

Professional handlers*, household members 
and current assistants** to professional handlers may not exhibit the dog in any NOHS competition during 
the entire show.
Owner-Handled Best of Breed will be selected from the dogs that are eligible to compete in the Best of Breed competition 
including Winners Dog, Winners Bitch and winners of the non-regular classes.
•	 If the Best of Breed/Variety winner is Owner-Handled competition eligible, it will automatically be Owner-Handled 

Best of Breed/Variety and be eligible to compete in both the regular as well as the Owner-Handled group.
•	 If the Best of Breed/Variety winner is not eligible for Owner-Handled competition and the Best of Opposite Sex to 

Best of Breed/Variety is eligible, the Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed/Variety will compete against the eligible 
exhibits of the other sex to determine Owner-Handled Best of Breed/Variety.

•	 If Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, Select Dog & Select Bitch are not eligible, the judge may 
choose any eligible dog remaining in the ring including Winners Dog or Winners Bitch as Owner-Handled Best of 
Breed/Variety.

•	 If the Best of Winners is eligible, the other Winner is ineligible since it was defeated.
•	 No class dogs other than the Winners Dog & Winners Bitch are eligible to return to the ring.
The breed will not be represented in the Owner-Handled Group if there is no eligible dog competing in the Best of 
Breed or in Best of Winners competition.
*Professional handlers are defined as any person who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers’ organization, 
distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for pay within the last five 
years.
**A current assistant is defined as anyone employed by a professional handler on a full-time basis, or assisting a 
professional handler at the show or any time during the cluster/weekend. Current assistants that are eligible to compete 
in Junior Showmanship (meet age & amateur status requirements) may participate in NOHS.
